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This advanced English course aims to help students achieve a higher standard of English ability, so as to prepare themselves for future post-graduate studies.  At the end of the semester, students’ level in vocabulary, listening, and speaking is expected to be improved to accomplish a fruitful and satisfactory performance in preparations of area tests such as TOFEL and GRE. 
(1) Students will significantly upgrade their vocabulary power and reading ability.

(2) Students will improve their listening comprehension by intensive training. 

(3) Students will enhance their ability in speaking, regarding topics on narration, description, and argument. 
Materials: The reading and listening materials contain articles chosen from magazines (such as Times, Newsweek, The New Yorker, Economist, and National Geography Magazine) as well as audio/video programs from National Public Radio of the USA.
