Course description:

In the second part of the course, we will explore aspects you will need to consider in order to become an effective L2 teacher within the framework of Communicative Language Teaching. We will discuss principles of language teaching and learning with specific focus on developing listening, speaking, reading and writing skills. We will also explore different variables that will influence decisions you make as a teacher, the various roles you can play as a teacher, ways to deal with mistakes and errors, as well as issues on classroom assessment and evaluation. You will acquire basic concepts of ELT theories, pedagogical principles, classroom procedures and develop practical techniques through reading and in-class activities in the form of lectures, video viewing, tutoring, and classroom observations.
