Method of Assessment
Report 75%

1. There will be around 16 pieces of homework to be completed during the study season (學季)

2. At the beginning of each class, the lecturer will RANDOMLY SELECT THREE or FOUR (每堂課隨機取樣3~4份) groups’ homework for class presentation and. And these homework reports will contribute to your end of season result. In total each group will be selected SIX (6) times during the study season at random for marking and presentation. 
3. Each homework you handed in will contribute to 1/6 of the 75% final result. Or 12.5% for each piece of homework report.
4. The students are to form into groups of three (3) members max. 

5. If an extra member is to be added to your group, you will need the lecturer’s approval, otherwise the results of the new member will not be counted and will require the new member to hand in his/her own individual piece of homework. 
6. LATE SUBMISSION of homework will not be accepted, and will be counted as ZERO. Unless reasons are accepted by the lecturer. 
7. Each student should participate in the discussion of homework. How the homework is conducted is the students’ own responsibility. However, it is advised that a leader should be chosen in each group. The group leader has the responsibility to correct any possible mistakes, and ensure that the report can be read as if it is written by one person.
8. If Plagiarism (抄襲, 剽竊) happens both groups will receive ZERO for their results. And will be taken to the university administration. Please note, plagiarism is a very serious offense, the university view it very seriously, and the consequences may involve EXCLUSION of the offending student (退學).
Participation: 15%

1. During second part of the class, the lecturer will raise questions regarding problems encountered during presentation. If any one can be the first to answer correctly, a 3% will be awarded.

2. Throughout the course, each student only has to answer 5 questions. Therefore, everyone has a chance to obtain the full 15% participation. 

3. If anyone behaves in a disruptive manner (e.g. talk when you are not allowed to, talking on the cell phone, eating in class etc), a warning will be given. If disruptive manner continues, a 5% will be deducted from the total mark. 

Attendance: 10%
1. 10% will be given for full attendance. 
2. This is calculated by the percentage of your turnout
