Course Description
The general scope of this course will cover the overall interactions across the Taiwan Strait from 1987 to the present time. Issues like the so-called consensus of 1992, functional exchanges, the missile crisis of 1996, special state-to-state relationship, five Nos, ‘one country on each side’, and the current policies adopted by the Ma Administration will be examined thoroughly throughout this quarter. Relevant documentary films will also be introduced in classes accordingly.
