Course Description: 

The purpose of this course is to usher intermediate students of English into EFL academic writing. It starts with the introduction to the composition process, introduces many specific rhetorical modes, and trains students how to develop their ideas from drawing the outline to producing a first draft. It includes tasks such as descriptive essays, narrative essays, opinion essays, process analysis essays, cause and effect essays, and argumentative essays. Each mode will be explicitly introduced with its particular structure: introduction, body and conclusion. In order to refine students’ writings, we will talk about editing, revising, and proofreading with in-class practices. Besides, we will briefly introduce style and arrangement at every meeting, to help learners make better decisions about the essay strategies for any writing purpose.  
Course Objectives:
Students will enhance their English writing skills by learning essay information and by having practices in different modes of writing. Through editing, revising, and evaluating, learners will strengthen the concept of writing process so that they will be more capable of completing an essay task than before.
