· Class Format：
1. Group presentations and discussions：Team work is one of our core competences in our department. Instead of receiving knowledge passively from instructor’s lectures, all students should take charge of their own learning and acquire knowledge through research doing and group discussion. In the end, present the result of their group knowledge in the class.

2. Instructor’s facilitating and feedback giving：The instructors will provide feedback or add notes in the end of students’ presentations in order to clarify any unclear concepts. Students will learn how to think critically follow by the instructor’s guidance and advices.

3. Fieldtrip: Students will go to a fieldtrip such as public television to get a glimpse of mass media.

4. Movie and series programs: By using multimedia resources, student can learn from movies, tv series, DVD programs in terms of certain topics related in this course.

5. Media analysis: Students will be exposed to different kinds of media texts and learn to analyze the texts critically.
