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Introduction


This course is offered to provide doctoral program students with both categorized and chronological understanding of the intelligence service, communities, and operations, and their position in the overall national security apparatus. Primary reference is focused on the experience and practices of the United States. For master program students who signed up or intend to join this course, he or she needs to clearly show their ability to conduct independent research, and to participate in class. 
Class sessions are divided into four phases: the establishment, conducts, practice, and issues. There will also occasional guest speakers from veterans of the intelligence community from Taiwan and the United States. However, due to their busy schedules, special presentation will only be announced one week before it takes place.

Requirements


Students are evaluated by their performance in class discussion and quality of assigned papers. There will be no in-class mid-term or final examination.

· Mid-term Paper (30%)
Students are required to write one paper on a subject assigned by the instructor. The paper should be doubled-spaced, less than 5 pages and printed on clean white papers.

· Final Paper (40%)
Students are required to write one paper before the end of the semester. They may choose their own subject that related to the course works. Paper topic should be pre-approved by the instructor before getting into writing. The final paper should be doubled-spaced, less than 15 pages and printed on clean white papers.
· Class Participation (30%)
Students (depending on the numbers sign up) are divided into groups for collaborated works. There will be required oral presentation on the subject matter in each class meeting, with electronic and printed copy of power point presentation. Each student is expected to complete all assign reading before class meetings and actively participate in class discussions.
