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Introduction:

Globalization and the current worldwide financial and economic market downturn call for a strong role of the European Union (EU) to contribute setting the course for economic stability and growth globally. The EU is a member of the World Trade Organization (WTO), with a common commercial policy and a strong common currency, signing bilateral and multilateral trade agreements with countries and regional actors worldwide. For many industrialized countries, and for the developing countries as a whole, the EU is the main economic trade partner. Trade is widely seen as the most powerful external policy domain of the EU, a leading advocacy for free trade. The EU combines economic incentives with normative goals, as towards the Least Developed Countries (LDC) or in certain policy fields. In standard setting, the EU strongly influences national policies worldwide.  
On the other site, the EU has no common economic policy and common management in the economic crisis. Competition and divergent interests within the EU member states often undermine important foreign economic policy goals. The unique distinction of the EU’s external economic relations, as a subject of the supranational first pillar, and foreign policy, as a subject of the intergovernmental second pillar of the Maastricht treaty, still restricts consistent policy making. 
This course explores the actor characteristics of the EU, its foreign economic policies, its power and its weaknesses. Therefore, we will analyze the EU’s international role upon sound international relations and international political economy (IPE) approaches. The substance of internal economic factors related to EU’s external goals and policies will be analyzed. Empirically, the EU’s relations and policies towards global institutions, regional and global powers, and certain policy fields will be explored. A core question of the course will be, when and how the EU advocates free trade, and when and how protectionism, reflecting current debates on how to secure core industries and working places in Europe and elsewhere.     
Requirements for participants:

Participants of the course are demanded to read the outlined articles before each course begins. Additional literature is optional, but recommended. The articles can be taken out of the ring binder “External Economc Relations of the EU” for copy use. Moreover, it is very useful for our discussions and deepening our knowledge about the external EU economic and trade policies, and the international political economy in general, to parallel also use the cited books, journals and newspaper articles. Each participant shall actively participate in the course, write a short essay (5-6 pages) in the middle of the term and a paper (12-15 pages) at the end of the term and give one presentation.
