1、 課程目標(Course Objectives)：

Romanticism, as Isaiah Berlin saw it, is the largest recent movement to transform the lives and the thought of the Western world and the greatest single shift in the consciousness of the West that has occurred. Involved in this movement is an impressive array of actions, morals, politics, aesthetics, and literary writings that, to a certain extent, are collectively dominated by particular patterns. This course studies romanticism and romantic literature from some of their dominant models isolated from such genres as autobiography and drug literature. On the premise that these two genres are interconnected to romanticism, this course explores the linkage from some selected literary works, supplemented by some theoretical readings. Theoretical explorations will have a significant role though readings of literary texts may appear to dominate.
