Course description:

Academic writing is different from creative writing, which is the kind of writing you do when you write stories. It is also different from personal writing, which is the kind of writing you do when you write letters or e-mails to your friends and family. Creative writing and personal writing are informal; however, academic writing is formal, and you should write complete sentences and organize them in a certain way. This course will require students to pay special attention to the skills of academic writing and introduce formal ways of composition. The main goal of this course is to improve students’ English writing and thus correct grammatical usage and appropriate writing style will be emphasized. 

Requirements:

Students are required to attend all class sessions and to follow the instruction in class. Every absence affects final grade. More than four absences will automatically result in FAILURE of this course. Any absence expected to be considered excused one should notify the instructor beforehand with proper proving documents. In-class drills are crucial for final grading. Each student is required to write at least six complete essays and to revise them after receiving instructor’s responses. A mid-term exam and a final exam will be scheduled. Pop-quizzes will be held at any time necessary.
