Course Description/Rationale

This course concerns the beliefs, theories, knowledge, and practices of foreign and second language teachers, and how these can become the focus of teacher education. It covers a range of critical issues and questions confronting teacher educators in diverse contexts. Throughout this course students will

1. Describe how the field of foreign/second language teacher education is defined, and how to situate oneself among diverse research paradigms and perspectives; 

2. Explore the theories, research, and practices on which foreign/second language teacher education is built;
3. Understand activities and procedures for foreign/second language teacher education;

4. Examine what knowledge base is appropriate for language teachers in their contexts and identify what constitutes expertise in foreign/second language teaching; and
5. Explore what beliefs and principles teachers hold, identities they hold while teaching in certain contexts, and how these influence their practices.

· The rationale for second language teacher education

· The knowledge base of second language teacher education

· Approaches to teacher education curriculum

· Theories of second language learning and implications for teacher education

· Conceptions of second language teaching and implications for teacher education

· Research on learning to teach: From student to established teacher

· Teacher knowledge and beliefs

· Teacher education and the problem of transfer
Course Requirement/Evaluation

1. Attendance and participation (20%): Professionalism includes both regular attendance and participation in class, as well as timely completion of all required readings. It is necessary to complete all of the required readings.
2. Group leading discussion (20%): 2 or3 students make a working group and choose and sign up for one week among 15 weeks. Prepare summary of each week’s readings and discussion questions.
3. Critical review paper (30%): Choose one teacher education topic and critically synthesize and review at least 8 articles related to this topic. Articles selected for review should not be among the course readings.
4. Group/Individual Final project (30%): Select one of the follow options:
a. Evaluating some aspect of a pre-service or in-service language teacher education program;

b. Book review with one book in teacher education
