Course Description
This course requires students to present graduate level academic writing suitable for publication. We will apply the lessons we study when we meet to a manuscript you wrote in one of your literature courses last year. Alternatively, you may synthesize a paper out of the best parts of related essays from two or more literature or theory courses you took last year (I would not recommend using essays from last year’s writing courses). Your task in this one-credit writing course will be to polish a paper for publication. 
A midterm conference with the professor to discuss writing problems (as well as strengths) is required. 
Each class, in addition to discussing issues and applying them to your papers and turning in related paragraphs, there may be in-class exercises. 

Course Objectives 
To learn how to write and edit one’s writing for publication.

Attend classes and complete all assignments and readings.
