1、 課程目標(Course Description)：

This course brings modernism and modern literature together to explore how theory and practice go hand in hand in their response to the modernization drive characterized by the reign of cold rationality. Grounded on a material base dominated by the industrialization of production, the urbanization of living space, and the relentless march of capitalism, modernism and modern literature share a palpable trait of melancholia, that is, mourning for the lost objects. Starting on this premise, this course will go further to pursue the ramifications of this spirit. Selected for readings are “Swann’s Way,” Book I of Marcel Proust’s Remembrance of Things Past, James Joyce’s Ulysses, Robert Musil’s The Man Without Qualities, Charles Baudelaire’s Flowers of Evil and Paris Spleen. Theoretical explorations will play a significant role, though readings of literary texts may appear to predominate.
