Goal of the course:  This is an advanced course dealing with the proper writing of scholarly papers and books in English.  Not only is form and phraseology common to academic discussions emphasized, the course also provides a clear understanding of the overall nature of academic research.  All aspects of scholarly writing and publishing are considered including, ethics, logic, style, presentation, referencing, and review.   This course is not intended for individuals who have limited experience in reading and writing English.  You will be required to show your competence on the first day.  This is a high level course requiring an enormous expenditure of time and effort.  There will be many readings and short examples in a variety of disciplines (not only history and political science) which will require a high degree of technical expertise and commitment.  The course will make free use of mathematical, graphical, and statistical methods common in academic work. Absolutely no Chinese will be used in the class. 

Exams:  There will be a midterm exam testing students on their understanding of the first half of the course that deals with the goals of academic research, pitfalls in thinking and writing, logic, etc.  The midterm exam is 40% of the course grade. 

Final Report:  Each student will be required to write a research report on a commonly agreed upon topic using the subject matter learned during the course.  The paper will be graded on all of its academic aspects.  The research paper will not be less than 10 single-spaced type written A4 pages.  Topics for such papers will be determined within 1 month of the start of the semester. The final report will be 60% of the course grade. 

Class Attendance:  No student will pass the class who has missed more than three class periods without extraordinary reason.  

General Remarks:  This is not a class in conversational English, nor is it intended to teach much in the way of standard vocabulary.  Students will be tested on the readings each week, but they will not be thoroughly covered in the class.  This means that students must be prepared to spend a great deal of time on their own reading and studying. While this is difficult it will also be quite profitable for those students who work hard.
