This course is an introduction to resources for the social sciences. It will help students understand how social scientists approach information resources, the kinds of questions they seek to answer, and the most important resources in various disciplines in the social science, and how various resources have evolved (or failed to evolve) to meet these specialized information needs.

At the end of this semester students should be able to:

1. use social science information resources with understanding, 

2. critically evaluate primary and secondary sources of social science information,

3. adjust information seeking to make the best use of resources available in a particular setting,

4. develop strategies for presenting information in a social science discipline of interest to a specific group of users.

Mid-Term Project—Library Instruction: 

The purpose of the class report is to help students have hands-on experiences of locating resources in different subjects of the social sciences. A subject is assigned to each group by the instructor. Starting from Week 4, each group will do a report to introduce the assigned subject area of that week to the rest of the class. The introduction of the subject area should be thorough enough, but with emphasis on important concepts, sub-areas, and issues that are of concern to the field. You can think of this project as if you are conducting library instructions. Note that your scope should be targeted to the audience you have chosen.
Final Project—Searching for a Client:

This is a hands-on project which requires each group to find a graduate student who is in the social science subject area and has information need. You will perform multiple information searches for this client. The final product will be a portfolio presented to your client. He/she will assess the quality of your performance and give feedbacks on the portfolio, which will be turned in at the end of the semester.

Including the following components in your final report:

1. Client background

2. Description of the information need

3. Keywords provided by the client

4. Description of the types of materials (such as journal articles, books, Internet articles, database suggestions, newspapers, etc.) that are needed

5. Your search strategies, search processes, and modifications after each round of search
6. Analysis of the search results: Ask your client to rate each search result with R (relevant), PR (partially relevant), and NR (not relevant). Your job is to calculate the percentages for the R, PR, and NR.

7. Reflection of the whole experience
