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The course reveals principles of securities regulation and the practice.
Various topics such as IPO, primary and secondary distributions, private
placement, proxy solicitation, short swing rule and insider trading, market
manipulation, and anti—fraud provisions will be introduce in this course, The
goal of this course is making students getting to know the securities
exchange market well.
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
