In addition,
students will learn different writing techniques, such as transitions between
sentences and paragraphs, outlining, revising, and editing in the writing

process.
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Students will expand what
they have learned in
freshman year,
single—paragraph writing, into
a multi—paragraph essay.
They'll become proficient
readers through critical
reading and classroom
discussion.
