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The purpose of this course is to introduce basic knowledge of the postwar
economic development of Japan and East Asian countries, In the semester,
we discuss the outward economic development strategy ie. export driven
industrialization of East Asian countries and Japan, and the Flying Geese
model of the regional economic development. And we shall cover the
changing of economic relationship among the East Asian countries through
the evolution of the competitiveness structures of export goods among the
flying geese shifts of economic structures within the East Asian countries,
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
