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In this course, we will guide the students to know the Americas first by
some geographic and humanitarian introductions about them, in order that
they can have a panorama about the continent. Then we will introduce the
political system, economic development, social problems, and international
relations of Canada, United States and Latin America by topics to give them
a whole vision of the Americas. Besides, to enrich the content and cheer up
the interests of the students, multumediam meterials will be applied too in
the course.
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
