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The focus of this course is to provide beginners a clear picture about what
is the Economics. Microeconomics is introduced in the 1st term. It contains
demand and supply, economic decision, productive theory, market system, and
etc. Macroeconomics is in the 2nd term. It covers GDP, price, interest rate,
and foreign exchange rate.
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
