support from some other source to stay in existence. If no money comes in,
then the doors will eventually

shut, So companies are trying to find out and do what it takes to become
the customer’s choice at the

retail level. In this class we focus on the retail settings where customers
and a company come into direct

contact —— the “moment of truth.”
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
