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1. The course content includes four core units: (1) the definition and
content of Chen Wei, (2) the relationship between the academy and politics
in Han dynasty and Chen Wei, (3) the application of Chen Wei, and (4) the
change and application of Chen Wei in various dynasties. Relevant texts will
be selected for illustration, explanation, and discussion,

2. Texts related to the topics will be discussed to help students understand
their role in the modern society and their influence.
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
