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The course introduce the developments of middle age of Chinese society and
culture, For example, mobility of social class, status of officials, maintenance
of Family, marriage and woman status, religion and folk belief, city structure
and culture, medical and social welfare, lawsuit etc. It's a advanced course
for more understanding and discussion.
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
