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The seminar provides a general survey of the folktale, noting the
characteristics of its major forms. A student project will involve learning
basic field methodological techniques to collect, transcribe, and analyze local
folk narratives, By collecting and analyzing their own primary data, students
will be contributing towards an original corpus and index of the tale types
