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In the introductory chapter of The Object of Literature, Pierre Macherey
states that “there is no more a pure literary discourse than there is pure
philosophical discourse; there are only mixed discourses wherein language
games that are independent in their systems of reference and their
principles interact on various levels.” This statement brings up the
inextricably entwined relation of literature and philosophy. This course urges
students to ask: what is literature thinking about?
