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The goal of this course is to consider the past, present and future of

European welfare in a broader perspective,

which links it both to economics

of integration and to the continuing challenges faced by national welfare
states. This course is intended to help the students understand the key
issues of European social policy and European welfare through analysis and
discussion, and in the context of a wider political economy of social policy.
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
