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The contents of this course will firstly examine the dialectics of
globalization in terms of homogeneity and heterogeneity, It will then
explore how the United States exercises its military, economic, political and
ideological leadership in international organizations, and evaluate how the
U.S. should prepare for new challenges of an evolving new world order.
Finally, the issues of energy security & climate change will be reviewed as
cases for policy—making challenges ahead.
