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The ultimate purpose of strategy is action.Strategic action comprises three
elements:power, purpose, and environment, There are two focuses of this
course as follows: 1l.exploring the core concept and theoretical framework of
national power and strategic action. 2.Shaping the national and effective
strategic action through the assessment of power, purpose, and environment,
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
