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This course is intended to provide students with intensive knowledge
regarding legal research methods as well as legal epistemology. Emphasis is
placed on several common legal research methods, such as legal
hermeneutics, comparative law, socio—legal analysis, and cost and benefit in
legal analysis. Upon finishing the course, students are able to employ these
research methods in topics of their choices.
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
