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The course is divided into three learning and discussion sections : (1) This
course provides each student an opportunity to discussion the experience or
encounter difficulties each other ; (2) This course provides an opportunity to
make students more effectively read the literature, and learn organize and
express their own ideas ; (3) This course hopes the students asking
questions, making comments on capabilities, on the other hand hope that
students develop interest in different philosophical problems with
comprehension ;
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
