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The aim of the Fair Trade Law is to maintain trading order, protect
consumer interests, ensure fair competition, promote economic stability and
prosperity, The contents of the Law concludes two main parts, one is
restrictive business practices, such as monopolies, mergers, concerted actions
and other restraints; the other is unfair trade practices of the enterprises.
To promote the effects of studying, this course will respectively analysis
each regulatory article and practical examples for the students.
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
