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The first part of this course provides a general background for
understanding the issues associated with trade policy. An overview of the
various instruments of trade policy available to government and the
discussions of welfare implications are introduced, firstly, Then an analysis of
frequently employed potential justifications for interference with free trade is
presented, The second part examines issues surrounding economic coalitions
of countries, especially the issues facing Taiwan.,
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
