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The purpose of the course is in the first place the introduction into the
spoken German language, and the developing of speaking and listening
comprehension, By continuous training of those skills the students should
acquire a basic communication level in German. Next to practicing
necessary vocabulary and phrases, the training of pronounciation is
important, Moreover the students will be constantly encouraged to overcome
“inherited” fears of expressing themselves in a foreign language. The
students shall be enabled to express themselves coherently.
