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In the course above all the abilities of speaking and listening comprehension
are systematically developed.By continuous training of these Skills the
students can acquire oral ability of communicateness. The topic choice
follows didactical principles. In the seminars the studying are enabled to
express themselves coherently verbally and participate actively in a
discussion, With rising degree of difficulty inhibitions and speech blockades
the students are to be overcome gradually. The cooperative teaching method
presupposes an active attitude with the participants.
