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This course features the training of the four language skills: speaking,

listening,
writing and reading. It is especially designed for Japanese students whose

first
language is not Japanese, This course aims to

1) build up their confidence in Japanese learning.

2) enhance their general Japanese grammar knowledge.

3) improve their readning and writing skills,

4) better their Japanese communicative ability in real world.
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
