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The underlying assumption of this intensive reading course is that what
students read, think, and write about is inextricably linked with who they
are and how they behave as responsible human beings in relation to other
people and society as a whole, In practice, a series of readings and
discussions will help involve the students to address issues such as
euthanasia, media violence, gendered relationship, self—perception, and what
constitutes moral or ethical behavior.
