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The content of this course is concerned with the basic theories of
educational testing and assessment and the item writing, The goal is
combining the theory with practice, To pay close attention to development,
standard, kind, principle and practice of Chinese language test, also
recommend the item writing, range, method and content. Training students
to write all kinds of examination question., Except that this, to Introduce
HSK, TOP, AP, etc.
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
