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This course will introduce Chinese classical novels in four stages; the note
novel, the script for story-—telling novel and the traditional Chinese novel
with each chapter headed by a couplet giving the gist of its content. There
will be explanation of the unique features of Chinese novels and
interpretation of masterpieces from each stage. The hope is that students
will get some insight into the spirit, content and analytical methods of
Chinese classical novels.
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
