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FUTURES STUDIES IN SOCIETY
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This course aims to teach students theories and ways of thinking in futures
studies and sociology, preparing students to face the unpredictable and
chaotic social change., This course will first teach novel concpets of social
and cultural theories: from global stage, global event, global brand, global
citizenship, non—spaces, McDonaldization, Disneyization to speed politics.
Then, it will explore the issues through case studies in mobile people,
mobile spaces, goods, technology and media, as well as the global and local
cultural imaginations toward future constructed through different senses.
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This course aims to teach
students social theories and
future oriented thinking
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toward unpredictable and
chaotic social change. It will
discuss novel social and
cultural theoretical concepts
on multiple mobilities,
combound with some global
and local case studies
through the cultural
construction by senses of
sight, auditory, smell and
taste.
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
