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In addition to explain nations in the international community's interests and
the characteristics of the international system through basic points of
international relations, but also illustrate these representative big, medium
and small countries' survival and development path in the international
community from their policy positions, Terrorism and the western countries,
economic globalization and regionalization will also be pointed out during the

classes.
