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This course covers several classical pieces of Pre—chin period Chinese
philosophy. Classical philosophical woks from the ancient times remain vivid
in our contemporary lives because, on the one hand, they are still capable of
providing guides for their readers and, on the other, keep yielding new
impli—cations as times go on. Through this course we hope to increase the
content of our cultural life and also to interpret the classics from our
viewpoint,
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
