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This course studies several important works that between the early 17th
century and the end of 20th century has come to seem the definitive
literary forms for representing English and American literatures. The class
usually attempts to convey a sense of the forms development over the past
few centuries, Among topics likely to be considered are: developments in
narrative technique, the relation to history, national versus linguistic
definitions of “English” and “American” literatures, social criticism in literary
works, realism versus romanticism, the construction of subjectivities, etc,
