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The main aim of this course is to provide students with the knowledge to
understand the growing importance of economic regionalism in Southeast

Asia, particularly in view of the creation of an ASEAN Free Trade Area in
2010 and an ASEAN Economic Community in 2015, The course begins with
an introduction of the basic concepts and theories of regionalism, followed

by an analysis of the evolution of ASEAN since 1967, and finally ASEAN'’s
external relations with China and Japan,
