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“Learning from doing” is a good method to combine both theory and
practice, This course allows students to experience tourism and hospitality
related industries ~ including hotels, restaurants, travel agencies etc, ~ from
a practical standpoint. Students can bring those skills which they learn in
class, and put it to practical use in the field, In class discussions will
examine the differences that exist between theory and practice. The
practical experience will be helpful for future career prospects within the
tourism and hospitality industry.
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
