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The course comprises of introducing Mountain—based, Beach and marinas,
Golf—and tennis—based, Spas and cruises etc, different types of resorts and
operations, The aim of the course is to understand how each type of resort
appeals to the target market with the uniqueness of amenities, activity
arrangements and surroundings,
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
