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Modern science used to build the system of the world, but not used to
know the one who has knowledge., People apply the knowledge in our life
without limit, and bring about lots of moral dilemmas, Ethics try to lay the
foundation of knowledge on human subjects, just like Socrates says: "know
yourself”, then we can recognize the field of value and norm.
