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According to ancient hermeneutics, particularly, the practice of legal and
theological, Gadamer emphasized the fundamental function of the
“application” in hermeneutics, In this research, trying to clarify the inner
relation of “theory and practice”,“situation and application” from the
ontological context to comprehend the concept of application, Adopting
historic context to understand “application” concept, elaborate the
understanding of limited existence of human being, and prove the function
of “application” concept is indeed revealed in the concept of
effective—history,
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
