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Given the social change in Taiwan, the spatial professionals attempt to
practice and accumulate a variety of experiences with alternative imagination,
facing certain of social conditions, which is also a spatial journey of
adventure, Thus we must concern these experiences and turn into the issues
of urban transformation so as to form a new urban discourse, In other
words, the nature of authentic city has been requested to transform from
“speculator city” to “competitive city spontaneously. The competitiveness
results from the comprehension of its own limits and the arousal of
potential.
