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This course introduces critical reflections offered by contemporary
Continental philosophers who are commonly referred to (even though the
term is problematic and constantly criticized) as “post—structuralists”. Special
emphasis will be put on Derrida and Deleuze, along with several relevant
thinkers, such as Nietzsche, Heidegger, Barthes, and Foucault, This course
takes its point of departure from the notion of difference and attempts to
extend its concern onto the issue of language.
