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This class will examine the current global economic environment and how it
interacts with the U.S, economy; and thereby having correlated effects on
both. The main contents will cover: (1) the rise of China and the
implications for a globalized world; (2) the great shift of wealth and power
to the East, and America’s future challenges; (3) U.S. trade policy, in the
context of domestic politics and the role in foreign policy; and (4) the

challenges of making globalization work by the U.S. and the rest of the
world,
